A. Aug. 10, 2005: Five construction 
workers die after a truck hauling two 
tomato trailers northbound on 
Highway 165 drifts into the 
southbound lane and collides with 
their van and two other vehicles.

B. Aug. 23, 1995: Three Selma 
farmworkers die after their westbound 
van runs a stop sign at the intersec-
tion of Highway 33 and California 
Avenue and is broadsided by a truck 
carrying cantaloupes. 

C. Nov. 16, 1997: Ten farmworkers 
and an 18-month-old child die on 
Highway 180 after their eastbound 
van drives into the path of a 
cotton-hauling truck, which jackknifes 
and hits the van.

D. May 15, 1996: Five farmworkers 
die after their southbound van runs 

a stop sign and is broadsided by a 
double-trailer truck hauling
chicken manure.

E. Aug. 3, 2009: Four farmworkers 
die after an eastbound two-trailer 
tomato truck runs a stop sign and 
drives into the path of their 1990 
Honda Civic.

F. Aug. 9, 1999: Thirteen farmwork-
ers die after a trucker making a 
U-turn on Oakland Avenue turns into 
the path of their van.
